Entry Forms:
Please fi ll out entry forms correctly - it is wonderful being 
able to send our entries electronically but please proof 
read. EG Make sure the test you are entering is clear . We 
will try to devise a more helpful form. 
A good idea is to highlight the class you are entering 
on the main list of classes offered. Then if you make a 
mistake in the entry section, Fiona can see what you really 
mean. Incorrect entries could result in you not being 
entered.
Apologies:
Apologies for the clashes on Australia Day, we will 
endeavour to be more streamlined next competition. 
Dress:
Dress for offi cial competitions must be adhered to - it is 
how you show respect for the judge and it is an EFA rule. 
When the weather is exceedingly unpleasant (hot) an 
announcement will be made re permission to ride without 
jackets. 
However the rider must present in a shirt with sleeves, a 
tie or full ratcatcher or stock, gloves, boots, helmet and 
jods.
Warm Up Areas and Walkways:
We would like to remind you that there are certain areas 
where you MUST walk your horses. These are the car 
park, the lanes between stables, the lane between the 
stables and pony club arena. In warm up areas the pace 
must be appropriate and safe for yourself and other riders.

DDC has changed all Championship results to refl ect EFA 
ruling of % only. 
“DDC & NT championships have always been and will stay 
a competition whereby the scoring system is based on 
percentages.”

This is due to our small number of competitors at each 
level. Thus offi cially PS Loftin and Fay Hatch Champion 
Novice and Checkmate, Pam Crellin recieved Res Cham-
pion in the Medium. New ribbons will be provided for those 
horses and riders.
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EFA Membership at DDC events:
Competitors please note that to compete at a Darwin 
Dressage Club event, you must be a full member of DDC 
or arrange for Day Membership. There will be no “EFA 
only” entry.
Membership to DDC for the NT Dressage Championships 
is compulsory. There will be no Day Membership for this 
event.
Pony Dressage:
The EFA will allow clubs with low entries in Pony 
Dressage to have ponies compete in the Open Offi cial 
classes.
EFA will still recognise Ponies for End of Year EFA 
placings and awards.
“From this point forward DDC will not be offering separate 
Pony Offi cial classes, Ponies may enter the Open Offi cial 
classes. EFA will still recognize Ponies for EOY EFA 
placing and awards. Though, if in the future  DDC numbers
for Pony Dressage increase DDC will revisit this policy.”
